BYLAWS

OF THE

NORTHERN NEW YORK REGIONAL COUNCIL OF FIGURE SKATING CLUBS, INC.

a Not-for-Profit Corporation

Adopted on March 15, 1994
ARTICLE I

Name and Incorporation

Section 1. The Organization shall be known as the Northern New York Regional Council of Figure Skating Clubs, Inc., hereafter referred to as the Council.

Section 2. The Council shall be incorporated under the Not-for Profit Corporation Law of the State of New York. 

ARTICLE II

Purpose
The purpose of the Council shall be to facilitate cooperation among its

members, promote interest in figure skating, sponsor events that are of interest to the member clubs, and disseminate material and information to member clubs.

ARTICLE III

Membership
Section 1. Membership is available to any figure skating club that is a member of the United States Figure Skating Association and is located within Jefferson, St. Lawrence, Franklin, Clinton, or Essex Counties, State of New York.
Section 2. Membership dues shall be $50.00 per year, due on October 1. Applications shall contain such information as required by the Council. Dues for clubs accepted for membership following October 1 shall be prorated accordingly.
ARTICLE IV

Board of Directors
Section 1. The Council shall be governed by the Board of Directors (hereafter referred to as the Board) which shall consist of the delegates appointed by the Member Clubs.

Section 2. Delegates to the Board must be registered with the USFSA through the Member Club they represent.
Section 3. Each Member Club should appoint two (2) delegates and a minimum of one (1) alternate to represent it at Council meetings. Each Member Club shall have two (2) votes to be cast by its delegates or alternates. Voting by written general proxy will be permitted. Member clubs shall notify the Secretary of the Council before October 1 of the name, address and telephone number of each Of its delegates, and notify the Secretary of any changes.
Section 4. Delegates or alternates representing five (5) Member Clubs shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE V

Officers
Section 1. The Officers shall consist of President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer. The President and Treasurer shall be elected in odd years; the Vice President and Secretary shall be elected in even years. Officers will be elected for a two (2) year term and may succeed themselves for two terms (a total of 3 terms).
Section 2. Only delegates may be elected as an officer. After being elected, officers do not have to remain a delegate to be elected for all terms for which they are eligible. Officers who are not delegates shall not be allowed to cast a vote.
Section 3. A nominating committee shall be appointed two (2) months before the Annual Meeting (See Article VI, Section 4). One month before the Annual Meeting the committee shall present one (1) candidate for each vacant office. Nominations will be accepted from the floor at the meeting in which the nominating committee presents its slate. Voting shall take place during the Annual Meeting.
Section 4. The President, or when absent, the Vice President, shall preside at the meeting of the Board. In the absence of both, the presiding officer shall be chosen for the meeting by a majority vote of those present.
Section 5. The Vice President shall, in the absence of the President, perform all the duties appertaining to the Office of the President, and perform such other duties as the Board of Directors may prescribe.
Section 6. The Secretary shall give notice of all meetings of the Board of Directors to the officers and delegates; keep minutes of such meetings; and conduct the general correspondence, except as such as may be assigned to specified officers or committees.
Section 7. The Treasurer shall keep the books and accounts of the Council, receive all dues, and pay bills. The Treasurer is authorized to sign checks. Unless authorized by the Board all checks over $150 must be countersigned by the President. In illness or absence of the Treasurer, checks will require the signature of two other officers. 
The Treasurer shall render a full financial report of the Council at every Annual Meeting. The Treasurer shall permit examination of the books, accounts, papers, vouchers, and records pertaining to the office. The Treasurer shall promptly turn over all documents to the successor, when so elected.
Section 8. A vacancy in any office, whether due to death, resignation, removal, disqualification, or otherwise, may be filled by the Board of Directors for the unexpired portion of the term. .
ARTICLE VI

Meetings
Section 1. Meetings of the Council shall be held at a convenient place within one of the aforementioned counties.
Section 2. Regular meetings shall be held at least bi-monthly on the third Tuesday of the month.
Section 3. The Annual Meeting shall be held not later than 60 days after the USFSA annual meeting. The delegates shall elect officers and transact such other business as may properly come before the meeting.
Section 4. Special meetings may be called by the Officers or by one (1 ) delegate from each of five (5) clubs. Notice of such meeting shall be 10 days prior to the meeting. Such request shall state the purpose of the proposed meeting. Business transacted at a Special Meeting shall be confined to the purpose stated in the notice.
ARTICLE VII

Committees
Section 1. There shall be an Executive Committee which shall consist of the President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer. It shall be its duty to function between Directors' meetings with such authority as may be conferred upon it by the Board of Directors and to dispose of such matters as may be referred to it by said Board.
Section 2. The Board shall designate the names and duties of such committees as it deems necessary .Committee members and chairs do not have to be Board members.
ARTICLE VIII

Suspension or Expulsion
Any Member Club may be suspended or expelled for a cause by a vote of two-thirds of the Board of Directors with fifteen days previous notice in writing to the member of the charges so preferred. Within said period of fifteen days. if the accused member so elects, an opportunity is to be afforded for a hearing by the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE IX

Amendments

Amendments to these Bylaws may be acted upon at the Annual Meeting or any other meeting of the Board. An affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Member Clubs shall be required to amend this document. The text of the proposed amendment shall be submitted to all Member Clubs in writing at least 30 days before being taken to a vote.
ARTICLE X

Exoneration From Personal Liability
No member of this Council shall be personally liable for any of its debts. liabilities, or obligations, nor shall any member be subject to any assessment. 

ARTICLE XI

Documents, Agreements and Contracts

The President and Secretary, except as provided elsewhere in this Constitution. shall sign all documents. agreements and contracts as the Board may from time to time direct. In the event of the unavailability or incapacity of the President or Secretary, any other officer may sign.
ARTICLE XII

Adoption of Rules

The Board of Directors shall have power from time-to-time to adopt rules to carry out the purpose of the Council not inconsistent with these Bylaws.
ARTICLE XIII
United States Figure Skating Association

This Council shall abide by all the current Rules and Regulations of the United States Figure Skating Association.
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
