A. Singles and Pairs
1. Adult MIF proposal was sent to committee – wanted to have separate MIF for adults.

2. Upper level limits on jumps:

	No test
	No Axel or double jumps.

	Pre-Preliminary
	Axel, no double jumps.

	Preliminary
	Axel, plus up to two different double jumps which can be repeated in combination or sequence.

	Pre-Juvenile
	Axel plus up to four different double jumps which can be repeated in combination or sequence.


One can still have say, Pre-Pre A (No Axel, No doubles), Pre-Pre (as is), Open Pre-Pre (anything goes) if you desire. It just needs to be in the announcement.

B. Basic Skills
1. Make sure HQs knows your Basic Skills Contact Person.

2. re $25 for Skating. “It’s awful isn’t it?”

3. A new batch of promotional material is available. They can only be purchased through your contact person.

C. Compete w US
1. Skaters who have passed no higher than the Preliminary MIF, FS, or Dance tests may skate in Compete w US Competitions.

D. Adults
1. They now have their own Sectionals so will not be in, say, North Atlantics, or Eastern Sectionals.
2. Figures were removed from Adult Nationals.
E. Sports Medicine
1. One third of athletes have asthma.

2. In the ’98 Olympic Team, 29% of females and 14% of the males had asthma.

3. Competitors, those who compete Nationally or Internationally, should be tested annually.

4. Working on guidelines for blood spills in Synchro Competitions.

F. Athletes representation at the Governing Council: they now have 20% representation.

G. National Accountant: Chuck Mlynarczyk received his appointment.

H. Test Rule Changes go into effect 9/2/2000.

I. Dance

1. Free dance tests were renamed.
2. All Free Dance may now use vocal music, effective immediately.
3. Juvenile Free Dance was added to the structure.
J. Judges
1. Judges who attend MIF seminar are covered in other disciplines for four years.

6. JR, SR, and Collegiate – runoff at Sectionals if more than 18 teams – all others remain at 12.
